SOUTH GATE SPORTS FIELDS PROGRESS

In early July construction began on the leawgaited expansion to Delbarton's athletic facilities. Work

on new South Gate athletic facilities at the top of Sugarloaf Road is moving along at a clip. The new
complex will include a baseball diamond, field house and artificial turf soccer/lacrosse field, along with
ample parking and other amenities. If all goes according to schedule, 2009 Green Wave home baseball
games will be played on the new field while the construction project continues. These new sports fields
are the first phase in a series of expansions and renovations to Delbarton athletic and academic facili-
ties. Renovations are planned for Trinity Hall, Old Main and the St. Joseph Gymnasium, with new or im-
proved squash, tennis, track & field and football facilities on the horizon for Green Wave athletes.
